If you do not sign up immediately to receive the 10% discount, please remember that in
order to confirm your summer mooring and reserve your dock you must return your
paperwork with 50% of your seasonal fees by February 15". The remaining 50% is due
March 15™. 1f we have not heard from you by March 15" we will assume that
docking spaceisnot required. If you have any questions please call the marina office at
416-203-1055. All new boaters have been invited to select docks with us beginning April
1% 2010; at that time we will be offering all docks that are unassigned to our new boaters.
Don’t let your spot get away from you....remember to renew.

For those boaters interested in signing on as annual patrons and taking advantage of our
free pump outs all season and free bottom pressure wash in the fall, please remember to
include a $100 deposit towards your winter storage for the 2010/11 season. We are also
still extending a free single tender pass to anyone who brings in a new annual boater. Tell
your friends about the marina!!
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Please note that the introduction of the new HST will apply to our fees. We are currently
reviewing the transitional rules and will keep you posted of the changes that will apply to
our fees.

For those boaters who take advantage of our lower rate docks in B-Basin for boats under
20 feet, please note the following changes. The rate for Summer 2010 will now be $800.
Also, this spring we are changing the dock configuration in this basin so space will be
l[imited. Only the western dock will remain so all small boats will be required to move
onto that one dock.
