Here's some items of interest from their latest Council, attended by
Commodore Nigel Napier-Andrews.
• The 10 kph speed limit in the Inner Harbour will be strictly

enforced. There will be no changes to the east airport buoys, but
the ones on the west will be moved to enlarge the keep clear zone.

• John Campbell, CEO,Waterfront Toronto admits this is a land
development organization, so the C.of C.will remain vigilant in
regards to the interests of boaters. Condo plans which show fin-
ger docks and others calling for floating maple leaf shaped islands
in the Inner Harbour are all “artists' impressions” and will appar-
ently not ever be built.

• Discussions are ongoing and positive to give holders of the
Toronto Harbour License a Pleasure Craft Operators Card with-
out further testing, according to the Coast Guard.

As general information for people traveling to the USA by boat, car or plane we recommend that you look at
obtaining a Nexus card which will facilitate your entry in the USA as there are now Nexus fast lines at the Canadian
Airports, border bridges and easier access by boats.The fee is $50.00 per person for a five years period and free for
children under the age of 18.The benefits of the Nexus card only applies to boats and vehicles where all passen-
gers have their Nexus Card. For information and application call: 1-866-639-8726.
For Canadian boats of 30' or more in length, you must pre register your boat at a cost of $27.50 USD per year. For
information call 1-317-298-1200.
